AN ORDINANCE OF THE SOUTHERN SHORES TOWN COUNCIL
AMENDING THE TOWN OF SOUTHERN SHORES ZONING ORDINANCE TO ADD A
GOVERNMENT AND INSTITUTIONAL DISTRICT ZONE

Dare County, North Carolina
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE SOUTHERN SHORES TOWN COUNCIL AS FOLLOWS:
Article I: Purpose

The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend the Zoning Ordinance of Southern Shores, Dare
County, North Carolina, which was originally adopted by the Town Council on July 7, 1981 and
subsequently amended.

Article I1. Construction

For purposes of this Ordinance, underlined words (underline) shall be considered as additions to
existing Town Code language and strikethrough words (strikethreugh) shall be considered
deletions to existing language. Language of the adopted Town Code shall be shown in italics
(italics).

Article ITL Amend Section 6.01. Off-street parking requirements.
Section 6.01 of the Southern Shores Zoning Ordinance is hereby amended as follows:

C. Minimum parking requirements. The number of off-street parking spaces

required by this section shall be provided on the same lot with the principal use and the
required number of off-street parking spaces specified for each use shall be considered as the
absolute minimum. Where a fraction of a space is required by this article, the next whole number
shall be provided. In addition, a developer shall evaluate his own needs to determine if they are
greater than the minimum specified by this article.

3. Retail and office uses:
e Animal hospitals: Five (5) spaces per veterinarian plus one (1) space for each
employee but no less than sixteen (16) spaces.
o  Funeral Home: One (1) parking space for each four (4) seats in the chapel or
parlor.
e Garden center/nursery: One (1) space for every five hundred (500) square feet
of outdoor retail display area.
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
