Ms. Camacho initiated the meeting with a review of the proposed approach of setting goals,
objectives and policies. Ms. Camacho stated the Coastal CAMA rules set out the requirements
for the plan based on the size of the community. The town had a sketch plan, a very abbreviated
version of the plan, which followed the rules to meet the minimum standards requirements. All
of the rules governing this were repealed and replaced. The new rules have minimum
requirements required to be met and the goals and objectives to do so have been drafted. Ms.
Camacho stated she thoroughly reviewed the outline of the rules when Phase 1 was drafted and
all the information was included to meet the minimum requirements.

Ms. Camacho stated a goal typically is a very broad statement that sets out the ideal condition
being sought. Typical goals would be clean environment, good water quality, etc. There are
goals listed under each of the required six management topics plus any additional areas of local
concern and policies will be developed based on these goals. The steering committee is tasked
with developing these policies.

Ms. Camacho stated there were a number of hot topics identified at the first public meeting and
she has used these to develop policies which will encourage a policy debate for further
development. Ms. Camacho stated there were a lot of comments at the public meeting about
bulkheading and the canal dredging project. The majority of the public comment was in favor of
dredging and maintaining the canals. Ms. Camacho stated there are seven miles of canals which
were developed forty years ago and have had minimal dredging during that time. Referencing a
document published in August 2006, RECOMMENDATIONS FOR APPROPRIATE
SHORELINE STABILIZATION METHODS FOR THE DIFFERENT NORTH CAROLINA
ESTUARINE SHORELINE TYPES (Exhibit A), Ms. Camacho stated there is no reference made to a
man made canal system like that in Southern Shores. Ms. Camacho stated an artificial system is created
where people have bulk headed a natural shoreline. Ms. Camacho stated she has contacted a number of
people who have worked on this set of recommendations and found the opinion that the canal system is
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
